It is a group project led by a Girl Scout 
Troop/Group volunteer.

It takes approximately 20 hours to complete.

The Silver Award

The Silver Award is the Highest Award a Girl 
Scout Cadette (grades 6th, 7th, & 8th) can 
achieve.

It can be done as a group led by a Girl Scout 
Troop/Group volunteer and your project 
advisor, or as an individual with a Girl Scout 
Silver Award volunteer.

It takes approximately 50 hours to complete.

The Gold Award

The Gold Award is the Highest Award a Girl Scout 
Senior (grades 9th & 10th) or Girl Scout Ambassador 
(grades 11th & 12th) can achieve.

It is an individual project led by a Gold Award 
Project Advisor.

It takes approximately 80 hours to complete.
