honest and fair,
friendly and helpful,
considerate and caring,
courageous and strong, and 
responsible for what I say and do,

and to
respect myself and others,
respect authority
use resources wisely,
make the world a better place, and 
be a sister to every Girl Scout.
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With the goal of bringing girls out of isolated home 
environments and into community service and the open air, 
Girl Scouts hiked, played basketball, went on camping trips, 
learned how to tell time by the stars, and studied first aid. 

Within a few years, Daisy's dream for a girl-centered 
organization was realized. 
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Juliette "Daisy" Gordon Low assembled 18 
girls from Savannah, Georgia, on March 12, 
1912, for a local Girl Scout meeting. She 
believed that all girls should be given the 
opportunity to develop physically, mentally, 
and spiritually.

The Troop Pathway

In the Troop Pathway, girls 
meet regularly during the 
school year with the same girls 
and engage in high-quality 
programs that support 
learning , relationship building, 
and fun.  



The Travel Pathway

In the Travel Pathway, girls participate in leadership 
and cross-cultural opportunities through regional, 
national, and international travel. 

Travel experiences engage girls in planning and money-
earning projects, and provide unique opportunities for 
learning and service in other cultures.



The Travel Pathway

In 2008, a group of our 
local Girl Scouts 
traveled to Ecuador 
where they learned 
about the culture, 
delivered school 
supplies to low-income 
schools, and helped 
with English lessons.



The Special Interest Pathway

In the Special Interest Pathway, girls participate in a series of 
sessions relating to a specific theme or purpose, such as:

Å A two-month environmental education experience.
