A journey is a coordinated series of activities 

grouped around a theme.

Journeys have a a clear starting point ïan 

invitation to explore and take action ïand an 

ending point ïan opportunity to reflect, reward, 

and celebrate. 

Each journey includes fun, challenging, and 

purposeful experiences spread over a series of 

sessions, and each is tied to one or more of the 

15 national outcomes for girls.

The Brownie Quest answers 

that question in a very special way.

This quest has 2nd and 3rd graders traveling 

along two colorful trails ïone they can enjoy 

on their own and one they explore with their 

Girl Scout group.

On their quest, Girl Scout Brownies will meet 

three new friends and a bright and shining Elf, 

in a brand new story meant to inspire their 

own Take Action projects.



Agent of Change

This powerful journey is filled with 

ceremonies and circles, real-life heroines, 

and special new characters, including the 

fashion-savvy spider named ñDezò.

Along the way, girls learn how their own 

power combines into team power and then 

moves out to become community power.

The journeyôs centerpiece is a comic-book-

style story of girl heroines who will inspire 

the real-life Girl Scout Juniors as they take 

action to improve their own community.
